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At the time of making this work, Dan Savage was a Fine
Art student at Lancaster University, focussing on work
concerned with issues of identity and anonymity.
Self-identity was central to this body of work responding
to his experience of testicular cancer in 2003. The
powerful and poignant work should go some way fo
combat the myth and taboo that surrounds cancer. That
cancer is still considered a death sentence by many, and
the fact tthat it often affects parts of the body that are
embarassing to talk about can conjure up panic and
shock in the onlooker and shame and guild in the cancer
sufferer. Hence cancer is considered an ugly iliness to
portray in art. He hopes that his work exists on two levels,
appealing to the medical profression because of it's
subject matter and frank approach to cancer and to the
art world for its artistic merit.
